· Be enrolled in or accepted into an accredited college, trade school, certification 
program, or state-recognized apprenticeship 
· Be in good academic or program standing 
· Submit a completed application with all required documentation (found below) 
· Per Ordinance 2-65(d)(4)(f) recipient may not be a family member of the Ward 7 
Alderman. 
 
Applicants will be evaluated based on commitment to their chosen field, community 
impact, and overall program readiness. Applicants may only receive one scholarship 
award for their entire lifetime.
